TRADITIONAL GAMES - EXPLANATION
THE BELL

It’s one of the first games boys and girls play together. On the ground you have to draw some squares (usually 7) and jump into them. There are a lot of ways to define this game: world, bell, week, moon etc.

Rules: the children, in turn, have to throw a piece of a stone, it must be inside the first box, then jump into it, take the stone with the hand and then jump on a single foot into the other boxes and come back to the beginning of the game. The winner is the child who is able to let the stone fall down into every box and finish the route without touching with his/her feet the drawn lines on the ground. There were other ways to play this game, but nowadays they are out of the time.
GUN AND ELASTIC
What is it? It’s one of the favourite children’s games.

You need: a broomstick. Cut some notches in the stick to insert the elastic (the notches must be large enough so the child, scrubbing lightly the notch, can let the stretched elastic come out. Someone uses larger sticks to fix a peg and use as it was a trigger.
Rules: You have to strike the corks which are 3 metres far. You can also put two corks together giving the regular score only when the upper cork falls down.

It’s nice to play with the toy soldiers where the Indians in turn can reach until the fort or stay behind the caravan.
